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FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK
Let me begin by expressing my sincere thanks to all those who organized our welcome get together last Sunday for our parishioners coming from Holy Family.  I hope this will set a tone for us to be a welcoming community to all who will like to be part of our parishes. My feedback from the Spanish speaking community and the Holy Family members has been positive.  We hope and pray that these good beginnings of good relationship will grow.

Today’s gospel reading is a popular one, the Good Samaritan story.  In the story Jesus asked the question; who do you think is your neighbor?  Our neighbor is not only the one who lives across the street with us or the one who comes from the same city, town or country with us.  Our neighbor could be sitting beside us on the pew or  be standing on the street corner there awaiting for our coming.  In the story today one may think that the priest should have known better to have come to the help of the man beating by the robbers or the Jew who comes from the same tribe with him, but instead it is the Samaritan who suppose to have been his enemy or his unequal who came to his rescue.  The Samaritan in the gospel today forgot about his differences and the tensions between the Jews and the Samaritans and first thought about the dignity of the person lying on the ground, as one created in the image and likeness of God and went to his rescue. Our region is very much diverse and so are our parishes. There is the temptation of being bias and prejudiced about each other, but like the Samaritan we should strive to put our differences behind us and instead look at the big vision of God’s plan for all of us and what we want to achieve as a church.  Our differences should be seen as a blessing and strive to learn from each other extracting the good of one another in enriching our community.

Today we welcome the members of the Mission Hurst who will share their missionary experiences with us.  This sharing helps us to experience the universality of the Catholic Church.  There will be a second collection to support their missions.  This is a way of being a good Samaritan in helping and supporting the disadvantage.
