FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK
Prayer


In the gospel reading today the disciples asked Jesus to teach them how to pray.  He taught them the Lord’s Prayer which is the format of all prayers.  Jesus used that opportunity to build up their confidence in prayer. “Who among you will hand his Son a stone when he asks for Bread…  If you then who are evil now how to give your children what is good how much more will your heavenly Father”.  Most Christians go to prayer because of fear; either they need something or in some danger.  A true Christian is moved into prayer because he or she wants to build up his relationship with God. Prayer is a conversation with God and every conversation entails two or more people engage in dialogue, it should not be dominated by one party.  Our conversation with God supposes to build up our relationship with him and therefore we should not only go to him only when we are in need of something or when we are in difficulty.  As true Christians we go to him as our father just as he has taught us to call him in the Lord’s prayer, with hope and affection believing that he is ready to receive us as we accept him as our father. 


There has been no prayer that has gone unanswered. God gives to his children what they need at the appropriate time and place.  We must approach God in prayer with respect, with trust and with Love. We not only express our needs but we also praise him for his goodness, kindness and mercy.  Abraham today believed in the mercy of God and pleaded on behalf of the people of Sodom and Gomorrah.  There is nothing that prayer cannot do we ought to follow Jesus’ advise “pray at all times” Luke 18:1

SUNDAY READINGS

July 25 – 17th Sunday in Ordinary Time

“Lord, teach us to pray!” Luke 11:1-14


Abraham bargains to save Sodom.  He starts out with fifty innocent people. God agrees.  Obviously lacking confidence he will find fifty, he bargains God down to ten. He could not even find ten, so Sodom is destroyed.  The Old Testament covenants were bargains with God.  God always kept his part.  The patriarchs and Israelites were not so faithful.  The disciples saw Jesus as a person who was faithful to the Covenant and a man of prayer.


They asked Him, “Lord, teach us to pray.”  He teaches them the Our Father.  Then He tells the stories of the persistent woman and fathers who give their children bread and eggs, not snakes and scorpions.  Are we confident when we pray to God, Our Father in heaven, that His Kingdom, not ours, will come; that His will, not ours, be done; for our daily bread not tomorrow’s or next year’s; and to forgive our sins as we forgive others?  Are we good stewards who are persistent in prayer to learn God’s will?  If at first you don’t succeed, skydiving may not be your thing.  Try prayer instead. And keep trying!.
