Today's readings posses these two questions:

1. Is it worth for one to work to make money and possessions in life?  2. Is life meaningful in any way?


Life has a wonderful purpose: to live as God's children in this world as we use the time in preparing ourselves our eternal joy. Money and possessions are never meant to be a hindrance in our Spiritual journey. These are helpful for us to discover God's love and goodness. In other words it should lead us to a closer relationship with God.


God is as interested as we are that we are able to acquire money to feed and clothe ourselves and our children; to provide them with comfort, educate them as best as we can; it is his will to prosper and grow our business. What God would not like to see is for us to be more engrossed in material affairs, acquiring money and possessions and to become forgetful of our purpose in life. Our dependants should not be what we possess but on him, recognizing that whether we live or die, he wants us to keep in mind that whatever we possess is God's gift. God gave to us our loan.


Our money and possessions should not lead us to pride and greed but rather should make us humble and more open to God's love knowing that is through his kindness that we possess all that we have.

We live now not because we are powerful and not because we have money, but we live because of God's love; we live because of the life of Christ who lives in us. (cf Galatians 2:20). We should be able to detach ourselves from the worldly possessions as we attach ourselves to God. Our greatest treasure, money, possession is the life in the spirit which we received during our baptism. This spirit continues gradually transforming us into the image and likeness of Christ. Therefore we must strive to think, to speak, to act as Christ would were he in our circumstances. Our wealth should lead us to be generous, caring and loving.

STEWARDSHIP AND THE 

SUNDAY READINGS

LUKE 12:42-48

THE SERVANT ENTRUSTED WITH SUPERVISION – And the Lord replied, “Who, then, is the faithful and prudent steward whom the master will put in charge of his servants to distribute [the] food allowance at the proper time? Blessed is that servant whom his master on arrival finds doing so. Truly, I say to you, he will put him in charge of all his property. But if that servant says to himself, ‘My master is delayed in coming,’ and begins to beat the menservants and the maidservants, to eat and drink and get drunk, then that servant's master will come on an unexpected day and at an unknown hour and will punish him severely and assign him a place with the unfaithful. That servant who knew his master's will but did not make preparations nor act in accord with his will shall be beaten severely; and the servant who was ignorant of his master's will but acted in a way deserving of a severe beating shall be beaten only lightly. Much will be required of the person entrusted with much, and still more will be demanded of the person entrusted with more.”


Am I waiting for the “right” time to become a good steward?  Do I plan to share my time and talents “later?”  Today’s Gospel warns those who are procrastinating about stewardship to be prepared “at an hour you do not expect, the Son of Man will come.”
